Going strong since 1976, the Center serves area members ages 50 and up, offering a variety of educational, social, health related, recreational and leadership opportunities, programs, activities and services.   

We welcome you to our Center where we enjoy a large, active membership and we ask all members, guests, participants, volunteers and staff to help us maintain the warm, positive and safe environment expected here at the Center by reviewing and adhering to the Code of Conduct below.  This Code will be enforced by the Director, staff and designated volunteers and is intended to help us maintain a welcoming, warm and respectful atmosphere.  The SLCAA reserves the right to revoke membership, remove from the premises or to deny participation in any SLCAA activity to any person who does not refrain from behavior that infringes on the rights, welfare or enjoyment of others.  Unacceptable behavior includes, but is not limited to: 
· Abusive and/or offensive language (eg swearing, put downs, etc) or gestures of any kind including hate speech and epithets/slurs (eg racial, ethnic, sexist, homophobic, religious, etc.)
· Misusing, misappropriating, damaging, stealing or obstructing use of SLCAA and/or South Lyon Community School equipment and/or property, resources or facilities.
· Smoking, alcohol use or illegal substances in the South Lyon Center for Active Adults or on the property of South Lyon Community Schools, including the parking lot. Showing up to the SLCAA and/or any South Lyon Community School property (including the parking lot) in an intoxicated state.
· Bringing onto SLCAA and/or South Lyon Community School property, including the parking lot, dangerous or unauthorized materials such as explosives, firearms, weapons or other similar items.
· Discourtesy or rudeness.
· Verbal, physical, sexual or visual harassment.
· Actual or threatened violence/assault to a person and/or their possessions.  
· Aggressive or disruptive behavior.
· Littering in SLCAA, South Lyon Community School property, including the parking lot.
· Selling, soliciting petitioning, posting or distributing materials without permission.
· Inability to care for yourself while participating in SLCAA activities.
· Wearing inappropriate and/or revealing attire.
· Failing to maintain a level of personal hygiene that is non-offensive in a social environment.
· Conduct endangering the life, safety, health or well-being of others.
· Failure to follow any SLCAA policy or procedure.  Violating any federal, state, township, county, city or municipality laws and ordinances.
· Bullying or taking unfair advantage of any participant.
· Failing to cooperate with Director, staff, volunteer or designated class/event leader or school official.
